The result of this process is new
knowledge, the development of independence in learning, as well as the formation of skills for
effective information search and orientation in an abundance of data. ICT tools contribute to the
activation of students' educational activities, increase motivation for learning thanks to interactive
dialogue hypertext, provide a high degree of differentiation of the educational process, improve
control over the acquisition of knowledge and skills, optimize the organization of the educational
process and increase its effectiveness.
