Introduction

Inclusive education is an important direction in modern pedagogy, aimed at creating equal
opportunities for all children, including those with special educational needs. It is not only a legal but
also a social necessity, promoting the development of tolerance and social justice. In the Kyrgyz
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Republic, inclusive education is supported at the state level, but its implementation faces several
challenges, especially in rural schools. The rights of children to education are guaranteed by the
Constitution of the Kyrgyz Republic, the laws of the Kyrgyz Republic on "Education,” "Preschool
Education,"” and "Rights and Guarantees of Persons with Disabilities,” and the Children's Code of the
Kyrgyz Republic. The state aims for early diagnosis of developmental deviations in children and early
correction of these deviations through compensatory functions of the body. The education system, in
turn, must include this category of children in the educational process in educational institutions. The
Ministry of Education and Science of the Kyrgyz Republic, the United States Agency for International
Development (USAID), and the United Nations Children's Fund (UNICEF) are joining forces to
implement inclusive education in Kyrgyzstan. This article focuses on the practical aspects of
implementing inclusion in the secondary school of Kyzyl-Zhol village, Batken region.

Obijective:

To analyze the current state of inclusive education in the Kyzyl-Zhol village school, identify
the main problems, and develop recommendations for their resolution.

Tasks:

1. Study the conditions for teaching children with special needs at the school.

2. Assess the effectiveness of the methods and approaches used.

3. ldentify key barriers to the implementation of inclusion.

4. Propose practical recommendations for improving the situation.

Research Methodology

The following methods were applied in the research:

« Document analysis: Study of school documentation related to the education of children with
special needs.

« Qualitative methods: Conducting interviews with teachers, parents, and students.

« Observation: Analyzing the educational process and interactions between participants.

« Questionnaire: Collecting data on the perception of inclusive education among students,
parents, and teachers.

Research Results

The state of inclusive education in Kyzyl-Zhol village school:

The school has 675 students, of which 6 students have disabilities, including 4 girls who
require special educational approaches. Among them, the following categories are identified:

« Cerebral palsy (CP): 2 students.

« Intellectual development disorders: 1 student.

« Perception problems: 1 student.

« Visual impairments: 2 students.

Main problems:

Kyrgyzstan still faces many problems, including the lack of legal framework for inclusive
education for children with disabilities within the general education system. There is insufficient
development of state funding and services for students with disabilities. There is a need for a wide
information campaign to explain to the public that children with disabilities are regular children with
special educational, medical, and social needs. Additionally, there is a need for the development of
scientific and methodological support for inclusive education (curricula, lesson plans, special
textbooks, and workbooks). The spontaneous nature of education for children with special needs in
mass education organizations, especially in remote areas and small towns, is also a concern.
Moreover, there is a need for professional teachers and support specialists who are able to implement
an inclusive approach.

1. Lack of infrastructure: Absence of ramps, specialized classrooms, and equipment.

2. Lack of methodological materials: Absence of adapted textbooks, including books in
Braille.

3. Low teacher qualification: Many teachers have not undergone training in inclusive
education.

4. Social barriers: Negative attitudes from some parents and students.
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Applied Methods

At Kyzyl-Zhol secondary school, the following methods are used to ensure inclusive
education:

1. Individual approach: Teachers develop individual educational plans for each student with
special needs, based on their needs and level of knowledge. For example, for students with visual
impairments, large fonts and minimized visual elements are used.

2. Interactive teaching methods: Audio-visual tools, such as video materials and interactive
whiteboards, are used in the educational process, increasing students' interest in lessons.

3. Participation in social events: All students participate in school events, including theater
performances, drawing, and sports competitions, promoting the development of inclusion.

4. Teamwork: Teachers collaborate closely with speech therapists, psychologists, and social
workers who develop individual plans for each student.

5. Psychological and emotional support: Psychologists organize individual and group
sessions to increase students' self-confidence, helping them improve their social skills.

6. Differentiated teaching methods: Tasks are developed for each subject in accordance with
the abilities of students. For example, audio formats of texts are used for students with visual
impairments.

7. Close cooperation with parents: Teachers involve parents in the educational process,
consider their opinions, and provide assistance in continuing education at home.

Results:

1. Academic achievements of students: Due to the individual approach, the results of some
students with special needs improved in certain subjects. For students with visual impairments, the
use of visual and audio materials facilitated better material absorption.

2. Social skills: Students began to build friendships with classmates. Participation in social
events increased their self-confidence.

3. Parent satisfaction: Survey results showed that parents are satisfied with the effectiveness
of inclusive education at the school.

Recommendations:

1. Improvement of infrastructure: Itis necessary to adapt the school's material and technical
base for students with special needs, install ramps, and provide special equipment. Equipment for
children with special needs should be purchased.

2. Enhancement of teacher qualifications: Organize training courses on inclusive
education. Implement mentorship programs for teachers.

3. Development of methodological materials: Create adapted educational materials. Provide
access to electronic resources.

4. Public awareness: Conduct educational campaigns for parents and students. Promote a
tolerant attitude toward children with special needs.

5. Monitoring and support: Regularly conduct research to assess the effectiveness of
inclusion. Provide support from social services.

Conclusion:

The study showed that inclusive education at Kyzyl-Zhol village school is in the early stages
of development. The main problems are related to the lack of infrastructure, materials, and teacher
qualifications. However, there are positive trends, such as the use of individual approaches and the
involvement of children in school life. The implementation of the proposed recommendations will
create more favorable conditions for the education of children with special needs and increase their
level of social integration.
